Basis of Argument. The basis of our argument are eight (8) hour days, five (5) day weeks, and fifty-six (56) years till retirement. Many Americans work tirelessly to barely have the resources needed to enjoy life. Intentions. The distribution of net income [thirty percent of net profit distributed evenly amongst all employees based on the percentage of the year worked] will contribute to a healthier America, and bridge the economical gap between the poor and wealthy: It will increase the lifespan of many Americans by twenty (20) to thirty (30) years. An increased federal minimum wage is but a toddler’s step at the outset of a fifty-six (56) year journey. Double Entry System of Accountancy

The double entry system of accountancy in America today clearly identifies cost of goods versus sales price which are both key components in our argument for a wage increase based 100% on the achievement of a firm’s objective – that is, companies are in business to make a profit.

We at HELP: The Reginal D. Jones Socioeconomic Growth and Development Initiative strongly believe that the employee functions as does the firm in this instance, and that given the current accountancy model one is able to easily assess a firm’s payroll, salary, and tax expenses, cost of goods sold, revenues, and net profit or loss, all of which support our premise.

Human Element

Let us remember that while we analyze financial statements, both payroll and salary expenses represent the human element in an accountancy model, as does net profit or loss, and help to establish a foundation for our petition: The people of the United States of America. In addition, the large scale reduction in water usage by the mandatory installation of low flow faucets in all units (public and private), the implementation of the use of renewable energy and commercial recycling of paper and plastic by large and small capitalization organizations, and the creation of natural wildlife habitats in America through the consolidation of US cities with populations less than a half a million will aid in the preservation of the planetary ecological system, and are key components of the Tax Reduction Act.
